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1. Bible-Reading and Journaling

Continue reading through the daily Bible reading schedule. This month we read through 2 Corinthians and start 1 Chronicles.
** Note, you may find it helpful to read through the whole books in one sitting if you are having a tough time reading a chapter a day. Then go over parts of each chapter for the rest of the month. **

2. Book-Reading and Response

Please read  "Victory Over The Darkness"  by Neil Anderson and prepare a 2 page written response, using the following outline:

1/3 summary: what the book is about

1/3 evaluation: where do I agree, where do I disagree? why?

1/3 application: how might this reading affect my own perspective or practice?

3. Ministry Skills

a. Using the  information and guide in Emotionally Healthy Spirituality, draw your genogram going back only to your grandparents.  Make note of relational patterns, and significant issues, earthquake events.  

b. As you look at your genogram and think about your upbringing what are the significant messages that you received.  These can be spoken or unspoken.  Come up with as many as you can.  What impact have these messages had on you as an adult.  

c. Discuss the assignment with your mentor and hand in next session. 

d. Try implementing fixed hour prayer over the next month.  Use it in combination with your daily reading or other meditations or tools. Try to do at three times (morning, midday and night).  Journal about the experience.  
4. Mentor Meeting

As you meet with your mentor this month 

· Use the Mentoring Worksheet as a guide for your meeting.
· Discuss the previous sessions, the Bible reading and journaling experience, and also your homework assignments.
